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Explanatory Notes

. By presenting up-to-date quantitative information, the monthly 1s

designed to give a comprehensive account of the present situation in
both transportation and communications on the Republic of China.

. Altogether 1t contains eight groups of information. They are, in

sequence of presentation, (l)postal services, (2)railways,
(3)highways, (4)water transportation, (5)harbor, (6)civil aviation,
(7)tourism, and (8)meteorology. The numerical data are arranged in a
total of 74 tables, also append volume 1ndexes of the
transportation and communications, and some useful domestic
international information.

. The regulation and supervision of telecommunications services have been

transferred to the National Communications Commission (NCC). Since
January 2007, the telecommunications data has not been contained 1in
the monthly. Users who need telecommunications statistics may contact
the NCC.

. For the historical series the monthly presents, effort has been made

to ensure accuracy. All corrections or revisions that need to be made
since their last publication has been made.

. For some of the tables, a larger unit has been used. In such cases a

rule of thumb followed is to effect that for quantity below unity of
unit used, a 4 or less than 4 is always dropped and a 5 or more than
5 1s always rounded up. The reader might notice that not all details
add up to their sum.

. For the measurement of magnitude, the metric system 1s 1n almost all

cases followed. Where 1t 1s not, a note to such effect 1s always
attached to the tables 1n question.

The table title which doesn't show statistical regional range 1s
referred to the range of Taiwan-fuchien area in the monthly statistics.

For better comparability at international level and consequently
exchange of information, English 1s added to each of the tables.
